Term: Summer 2026
Maths: As Mathematicians, children will be able to count beyond 10, order and compare number, subitise number, be introduced to positional language, identify and copy patterns and recognise and name 3D and 2D shapes. We will use their mastering number lessons to develop a strong sense of number.  
Expressive art and design: Children will have opportunity to develop and adapt storylines in their pretend play. We will explore, use and refine a variety of artistic effects to express their ideas and feelings whilst creating collaboratively, sharing ideas, resources and skills e.g. using different resources to mark make. When doing this we will explain their process when sharing creations. 
All children will have opportunities to sing as part of a group through Collective Worship and song time in class. 
English:  As Writers, we will be using Drawing Club as a resource support to support our learning and writing.
We will be using a range of texts, tales and animations to inspire us to write simple sentences focusing on the sounds we have learnt to support our spelling and to understand that sentences are used to share meaning. 
Our phonics will focus around strategies to segment and blend words to support our spelling and reading. 
During our guided reading sessions, we will be using a range of texts to be able to retrieve information, begin to interpret what is being said and explore new language. 


Communication and Language: Children will be given opportunity to articulate their ideas and thoughts to support doing so in well-formed sentences. We will retell stories with deep familiarity and describe events in detail whilst also enjoying being part of conversations and discussions and use new vocabulary when doing so. 
Understanding the world: As geographers, we will be learning about different places and what we might find there that is different to where we live. E.g. what would be at the beach but not in Ledbury? Whilst also exploring the natural world around us. 

During R.E the children will have discussions about what times, stories and places are special to them and also learn about other people’s special times, stories and places.  
As historians, we will explore how children’s lives have changed from the past to now. 
As scientists, children will understand the effect of the changing seasons on the natural world around them. Making observations around the growth of plants and flowers. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Personal, Social, Emotional Development: Through provision and PSHE sessions of Apples Friends we will identify and moderate our own feelings socially and emotionally and show resilience and perseverance in the face of challenge. Through MyHappyMind, we will be learning about our brains and how we can look after them; talking about what different factors support overall health and wellbeing. 


Physical Development: Children will learn how to move their bodies in a variety of ways to develop their coordination, body strength, balance and agility. We will combine different movements with ease and fluency with increased precision and accuracy. Whilst continuing to develop our confidence negotiating space and obstacles. 
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
