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Term: Summer 2026
Maths:
As Mathematicians, we will be learning about fractions, money, time, and shape. The children will recognise and compare fractions, find simple equivalents, and use them to solve problems. In money, they will work with coins and notes to add, subtract, and solve real-life calculations. When learning about time, the children will read the time on analogue clocks, sequence events, and compare durations. In shape, they will identify and describe 2D and 3D shapes and explore their properties. Throughout our learning, children will use reasoning to solve problems and explain how they know.


Science:
As Scientists, we will be exploring electricity. Children will learn to identify electrical devices used at home and in school, and build simple circuits using batteries, bulbs, wires, and switches. They will predict whether a bulb will light, test their ideas, and investigate which materials act as conductors or insulators. Across the unit, children will develop confidence in constructing complete series circuits, recognising how switches control the flow of electricity and how different components work together. Year 4 will build on this by identifying a wider range of electrical appliances, using scientific vocabulary to name circuit parts, and explaining why metals make effective conductors while other materials do not.


English: As writers, we will be exploring Arthur and the Golden Rope. The children will develop their skills through drama activities to bring key moments of the story to life, as well as through creating vivid character and setting descriptions. They will craft a powerful opening paragraph and write a diary entry capturing Arthur’s first encounter with the wolf. To strengthen their writing, we will focus on using coordinating and subordinating conjunctions to add variety and extend ideas. Children will practise writing consistently in both past and present tense, organise their ideas into paragraphs around a theme, and apply prepositions carefully to enhance detail. Throughout the unit, they will build confidence in producing imaginative and engaging pieces, while also using personal dictionaries, thesauruses and dictionaries, proofreading and revising their work, and beginning to use fronted adverbials effectively. Guided Reading:
As readers, we will develop our decoding, retrieval, and inference skills using The Ancient Egyptian Sleepover. We will explore key themes, think about characters’ motivations, and discuss how language creates humour and tension. Throughout the unit, we will make predictions and consider how adventure stories bring historical settings and lively characters to life.








Music: As musicians, Class 2 are developing their singing skills. We are learning how to use our voices confidently and explore pitch, rhythm, and expression.



History:
As historians, we are exploring “Who Were the Leaders of the Egyptians and What Were Their Achievements?” The children will place key pharaohs on a timeline, ask questions about how and why leadership changed, and compare the achievements of different rulers. They will examine a range of historical sources to understand how we learn about the past and begin using historical terms accurately. Throughout the unit, they will organise information thoughtfully and build informed responses about the significance of Egyptian leaders.


 

Year 3 and 4


	RE: As children at Bromesberrow, we are exploring the question ‘How do festivals and worship show what matters to Muslims?’ We will be investigating what Muslims believe and how these beliefs are expressed through celebrations and acts of worship. Children will consider why these practices are important and what difference they make to the lives of believers, helping them to develop the knowledge, understanding, and skills needed to answer questions about faith and its impact on daily life.

Physical Education:
As Athletes, our focus this term is cricket and rounders. We will be developing our skills in throwing, catching, batting, and fielding, while learning how to work together effectively during gameplay. Children will also practise simple attacking and defending strategies, helping them to find space, communicate with teammates, and build confidence in small-sided cricket and rounders matches.



PSHE: As caring members of the community we will be starting our ‘My Happy Mind’ topic called ‘Relate’. We are exploring how to focus on the mind and train our brain. We look into our emotions and the impact Team H-A-P have and how to support their brains to relax when feeling sad, stressed or worried.
Art: As Designers, we will be exploring Mega Materials. Children will experiment with new drawing methods, create simple 3D designs, and transfer ideas into soap carvings using appropriate tools. They will bend wire to form structures, make shadow sculptures inspired by Sokari Douglas Camp, and explore ways to join materials. Throughout the unit, they will consider how to present their work and reflect on influences such as El Anatsui.


Forest School: As Explorers, we will be taking part in Forest School activities that help us connect with nature and build practical outdoor skills. Children will learn to work safely with natural materials, create simple structures, and observe seasonal changes in the environment. Through teamwork, problem-solving, and hands‑on challenges, they will develop resilience, confidence, and a deeper appreciation of the natural world.
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
