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Term: Spring 2026
Expressive art and design: Children will have opportunity to develop and adapt storylines in their pretend play. They will explore, use and refine a variety of artistic effects to express their ideas and feelings whilst creating collaboratively, sharing ideas, resources and skills e.g. using different resources to mark make. 
All children will have opportunities to sing as part of a group through Collective Worship and song time in class. 
Maths: As Mathematicians, children will be able to count beyond 10, order and compare number, subitise number, be introduced to positional language, identify and copy patterns and recognise and name 3D and 2D shapes. They will use their mastering number lessons to develop a strong sense of number.  
English:  As Writers, we will be using Drawing Club as a resource support to support our learning and writing.
We will be using a range of texts, tales and animations to inspire us to write simple sentences focusing on the sounds we have learnt to support our spelling and to understand that sentences are used to share meaning. 
Our phonics will focus around strategies to segment and blend words to support our spelling and reading. 
During our guided reading sessions, we will be using a range of texts to be able to retrieve information, begin to interpret what is being said and explore new language. 


Understanding the world: As geographers, children will be able to draw information from a simple map and recognise some similarities and differences between life in this country and life in other countries. Whilst also exploring the natural world around them. 

During R.E the children will have discussions about what times, stories and places are special to them and also learn about other people’s special times, stories and places.  
As historians, we will explore how transport have changed from the past to now. 
As scientists, we will developing our understanding of the senses and describing what we can see, hear, feel, smell and touch whilst outside. 

Physical Development: Children will learn how to move their bodies in a variety of ways through gymnastics e.g. different jumps and ways to travel. They will then have the opportunity to go to Forest school to further develop their fine and gross motor skills through climbing, caring and learning different knots. 



Personal, Social, Emotional Development:. Through provision and PSHE sessions of Apples Friends they will think about the perspectives of others and have opportunities to take turns.  Through MyHappyMind, we will be learning about our brains and how we can look after them; setting goals and seeing themselves as valuable individuals.  


Communication and Language: Children will learn and then use new vocabulary within lessons and play e.g. that reptiles lay eggs. They will follow more complex instructions and use their imaginative play to retell stories, respond to conversation and questions and listen with others.  
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
