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Term: Summer 2026
[bookmark: _GoBack]Music: As musicians, we will be learning how to identify high and low notes and to compose a simple tune to represent a superhero.


      Year 1 and 2 

History:  As Historians, we will be learning about How Victorian children’s lives changed because of Queen Victoria.’  We will be exploring Queen Victoria’s early life and how she grew up. Linking this knowledge then into the life of others during Queen Victoria’s reign e.g. the jobs children had to do and what it was like for them, comparing this to our own experiences. 

Physical Education: As athletes, we will be developing our skills in running, jumping and throwing to become increasingly more effective and accurate.  


Geography: As Geographers, we will be exploring the question ‘What is it like by the coast?’ We will observe features of the coast, describe the different features and describe the location of these features in comparison to our location and locations that we have visited ourselves. 

PSHE/RSE: As caring members of the community, we will be learning about how our minds work and the science behind this thinking about how we can look after our brains. 


Art (Sculpture and 3D):  As artists, we will be manipulating paper in different ways e.g. folding to support us in being able to create 3D sculptures. We will then plan and create a 3D sculpture using what we have learnt. 

Religious Education: As children at Bromesberrow, we will be exploring the questions ‘Why is the word God important to Christians?’ and ‘What do Christians believe God is like?’ 



Science: As Scientists, we will be learning where plants come from (seeds/bulbs). We will investigate what plants need to be able to grow and what happens to plants when they do not have all they need to be able to grow successfully. We will observe and record different stages of plant growth. 
English:  As Writers, we will be using the resource, Drawing Club, to support or excitement and inspiration to write using books, tales and animations. Through this we will write single and multi-clause sentences that are accurately punctuated and understand that sentences convey meaning. They are a means to communicate; with a grammar and punctuation focus on capital letters, full stops, question marks, exclamation marks, spacing, and developing our sentences using the coordinating and subordinating conjunctions. We will also learn what adjectives, nouns, verbs and adverbs are and use these within our writing. Each week, we will also be developing our reading comprehension skills through reading and understanding a range of texts to be able to decode words, retrieve information and interpret what might be meant from the text. 
 
Phonics and Spelling: To support our reading and spelling, we will be continuing to build on our learning from previous years. As Year 2’s we will be focusing our spelling on alternative ways to spell words.
As Year 1’s we will be further Growing our Code with our phase 5 phonics and tricky words. Or phonics lessons are taught daily using the Little Wandle letters and sounds phonic programme. You can find our termly overview of phonics being taught on our class page. 

D.T.: As designers, we will design, create and evaluate our own pouches. We will cut and prepare fabric to then use a running stitch and glue to join.  

Computing: As computer designers, we will be learning how to create simple animations, storyboarding creative ideas and decomposing a story into small parts of action using the tablets for stop motion.  

BV/SMSC: As citizens, we will be learning about our roles within school and why we have rules. 
Maths: As Mathematicians, we will be developing our understanding of shape and measure. Throughout our Maths lessons we will follow; Skill it (Fluency), Apply it (Reasoning) and Deepen it (Problem Solving) to fully share our understanding.  Our Number Master Sessions will focus on previous years learning to fully embed understanding. 
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
